Scientific Conferences

Before the conference

Topics and title are defined

Open call for scientific contributions (i.e., papers)
Papers get submitted

Papers get peer reviewed
Authors get notification and reviews

Final versions of accepted papers are submitted

During the conference

One author gives a presentation

= Typically in addition

= |nvited keynotes
= Discussion panels

After the conference

Papers are published in conference proceedings




Our Review Process

= Papers to be reviewed will be distributed
= Word documents as review forms
= Review Submission:
= A ZIP file containing the single PDF files of your reviews

= Anonymous submission
= Deadline in UniworX: 13.12.2016

= Reviews
= Review requests will be distributed next Monday

= 2 reviews for each participant:
1 topic-related (if possible), 1 additional paper
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The review

= Review:
Add your own, general comments about the submission. This might
Include:

= Relevance to the community

= Discussion of related work (complete?, missing? — which?, ...)
= Structure

= Methodology

= Validity of results

= Readability, Grammar

= Template issues?




How to review a paper

ToDo:
= Read the paper
= Look at the references
= Look at the requirements of the reviewing system

= Qverall rating
= Your expertise

= Contribution statement:
Summarize the contribution of the submission

= Review:
Detailed comments about the submission

= (Often: Hidden comments to the committee —
Comments that will not be distributed to the author(s)

= Sometimes: Rating of your own review

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Review Summary

=  Contribution
= summarize the paper's contribution.
= whatis new? What is original? Is there a novel idea?
= what did you learn? what can readers learn?

= What are the strengths of the paper? Explicate what are the strength of this paper in term of its
contribution, originality, creativity, rigor, novelty, significance to the field, presentation and
organization Does it inspire you, provide you with new ideas and thoughts, provoke you? Why should
it be accepted?

= What are the weaknesses of the paper? explicate what are the weaknesses of this paper in term of its
contribution, originality, creativity, rigor, novelty, si%nificance for the field, presentation and
organization keep in mind that contribution should be rated relative to paper length. Are there
reasons to reject it?

= Are there parts that are hard to understand? Point them out and give hints what could be better!
= Are there parts that are wrong or misleading? Point them out!

= Suggestions for improvement

= How could this paper be improved? How can it be made more accessible for an interdisciplinary
audience?
